The District seeks the completion of a Physical Security Audit, to assess and determine safety and
security deficiencies with District sites, systems, and processes. The District seeks to receive feedback
and recommendations for improvement on these items in the form of a comprehensive final assessment
report, along with budgetary cost analyses.

Consulting Group ranked highest amongst all proposers with 82.7 points.

District staff have evaluated the Statement of Work submitted by Combs Consulting Group, and have
ensured that the proposed project scope fulfills the District’s need to assess the physical security
environment and provide recommendations for improved systems, processes, and safety measures.
