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AISD BOARD OF TRUSTEES CHARGE 
to the 

 FINANCIAL FUTURES COMMITTEE 
 
The scope and purpose of the Financial Futures Committee (“Committee”) is to provide 
findings and recommendations from community stakeholders to the Board of Trustees 
(“Board”) relating to budgets and long-range financial planning to support the District’s 
Strategic Plan. The Board believes the function of the Committee is vital to the Board, 
AISD administration, and taxpayers. 
 
The Committee shall operate strictly within the charge approved by the Board of 
Trustees. 
 
The Committee shall serve in an advisory capacity to the Board and shall not assume 
the responsibilities or duties of the Board or the administration. 
 
The Committee shall be comprised of a maximum of 18 members appointed by the 
Board of Trustees.  Committee membership shall include:  
 

 One representative from each of the six high school networks.  Individuals 
serving on the Committee in this capacity must reside within their respective 
network attendance zone.  Individuals related to an AISD employee by blood 
(consanguinity) within the third degree, or by marriage (affinity) within the second 
degree are not eligible for these positions.   

 One employee representative from each of the three teacher associations 
(ATPE, TSTA, and UEA) 

 One AISD campus principal  
 Five at-large members who reside in the District.  AISD employees and 

individuals related to an AISD employee by blood (consanguinity) within the third 
degree, or by marriage (affinity) within the second degree are not eligible for 
these positions. 

 Three at-large AISD employee members including one secondary teacher, one 
elementary teacher and one salary non-exempt employee. 

 
Every application received by the Board will be given careful consideration.  The final 
selection will be determined by the Board in accordance with the membership 
composition detailed above.  
    
In addition to Committee members, the Board may appoint Committee alternates at 
their discretion.  Alternates may attend Committee meetings and participate in 
Committee discussions; however, they are not eligible to vote on Committee 
recommendations. 
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Committee members shall serve two-year staggered terms. In the year of creation, 9 
of the 18 Committee members will be appointed to one-year terms, and 9 of the 18 
Committee members will be appointed to two-year terms. 
 
Terms may be extended for additional one or two year terms upon approval by the 
Board. 
 
Any Committee member who files for election to the Board must immediately resign 
from the Committee. 
 
The committee shall represent equally all citizens, all students, all school campuses, 
and all taxpayers within the boundaries of the Arlington ISD.  Individual members of the 
Committee shall not exercise authority for the Committee as a whole and shall not act 
independently of the Committee. 
 
The Committee shall operate within applicable AISD policies and regulations and 
applicable law.  The Board may suspend the Committee at any time. 
 
All meetings of the Committee shall be open to the public. 
 
The Board of Trustees will appoint a Committee Chairperson to serve at the will of the 
Board.  The Committee Chairperson and Superintendent or Superintendent’s designee 
shall establish the specific timeline, frequency of meetings, and agendas for the 
meetings.  The Committee Chairperson and Superintendent or Superintendent’s 
designee shall also organize the formation of subcommittees, as appropriate, to 
research and analyze issues in greater detail.  Subcommittees shall operate strictly 
within the Committee charge approved by the Board.  
 
Members of the AISD administration shall be available to the Committee as required, 
but within limitations imposed by the administrators’ daily duties. 
 
Each Committee member will be asked to make a firm commitment to attend all 
Committee meetings, to visit District facilities as needed, and to participate in the 
formation of reports to the Board.  Committee members shall miss no more than two 
Committee meetings in any calendar year (not including subcommittee meetings) to 
remain a member of the Committee. Any member who misses three Committee 
meetings in any calendar year will be removed from the Committee, and the Board may 
appoint an alternate to that vacant position. 
   
Two-thirds of the Committee membership must be present at scheduled meetings in 
order for the Committee to vote. If less than two-thirds of the Committee membership is 
present, they shall meet but not vote.  All decisions of the Committee shall be made by 
majority vote of those in attendance who are eligible to vote. 
 
The Committee shall provide progress reports, findings, and recommendations to the 
Board annually or more frequently, if appropriate. The Committee Chairperson may 
contact the Board regarding Committee matters at any time.   
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Actions taken by the Board of Trustees on the recommendations presented by the 
Committee could include approval, amendment, alteration, or non-approval of 
Committee recommendations either in-whole or in-part. 
 
The Financial Futures Committee is charged with the following responsibilities: 
 

 Review external and internal data on issues relating to Texas public education, 
including the school finance and accountability systems and Texas bond election 
laws, to understand how those issues affect AISD’s budget, tax rates and long-
range financial planning. 
 

 Review the District’s strategic plan to understand the impact that the strategic 
plan may have on the budget, tax rates and long-range financial planning. 
 

 Review the current general operating budget to gain an understanding of cost 
drivers and financial trends. 
 

 Review data including, but not limited to, the following topics in order to assess 
the impact on AISD budgets and provide input, as appropriate: 

o Enrollment trends and projections 
o Property value trends and projections 
o Academic Services priorities and operational efficiency priorities presented 

to the Committee by the AISD administration  
o Current staffing methods in relation to state education law and current 

administration protocol 
o Compensation and benefits, including available salary market information, 

health insurance and wellness plan 
o Operating costs associated with bond projects  

 
 Formalize recommendations for the budget and long-range financial plans as 

appropriate to support the District’s strategic plan, including possible additions, 
reductions or deletions to the budget.  Recommendations should be aligned with 
the strategic plan, priorities and budget considerations presented by AISD 
administration and should consider operational efficiencies.  The Committee may 
recommend that budget items/initiatives be: (1) deferred to a future year budget 
or possible future bond election, (2) eliminated, or (3) outsourced. 

 
 Present advisory, consensus reports and recommendations to the administration 

and Board annually or more frequently, if necessary, regarding the AISD budget 
and long-range financial plans.

Additionally, the Board of Trustees approved LBL Architects (LBL) as the 
design professional and approved Competitive Sealed Proposal (CSP) as the method of construction 
procurement for the project.

An evaluation committee consisting of the Chief Financial Officer, Executive Director of Plant Services, 
Interim Director of Facility Planning and Construction, the Project Manager, and the Design Architect 
completed evaluations.  Big Sky Construction (Big Sky) ranked highest amongst all proposers at 78.64 
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points.  District staff worked with Big Sky to ensure that the intended project scope is being addressed, 
identify opportunities to reduce the proposed cost and verify the project budget.  The need to address 
additional roofing scope, not originally identified, for Ditto ES and the former Turning Point HS facility 
is the primary reason that the project cost exceeds the original project construction budget.

PROGRAM AND/OR PRESENTATION: 
 
A. Student Performance by Butler Elementary Star Choir 
 
Executive Director of Marketing and Communications Anita Foster shared that this year Arlington’s 
MLK Committee will celebrate its 30th anniversary hosting events that commemorate the life and work 
of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. The four-day weekend full of special events will conclude with the MLK 
Youth Musical Extravaganza. This massed choir will be comprised of students from twenty-three 
elementary schools. Representing the massed choir, the Butler Star Choir, whose fifth and sixth 
graders rehearse once a week and have performed in the community and area festivals, performed 
Joshua Fit the Battle of Jericho.  Ms. Teresa Francis directed the choir and Whitney Johnson, 
Thornton Elementary Music Teacher, joined as soloist.   
 
B. Student of the Month 
 
Martin High School Principal Roddy introduced the January 2019 Student of the Month, Kathryn 
Kohutek.  Kathryn is a Martin High School student who exemplifies the AISD cultural tenants for the 
district and school. Kathryn is a risk-taker, she takes ownership of her learning, she responds 
positively to differences, she makes every interaction count, she puts others first and she gets better 
every day. Kathryn is a top student, ranked number 21 out of a class of 784 students at Martin. She is 
in National Honor Society, Spanish Honor Society, Science Honor Society and Math Honor Society. 
Kathryn is also the features editor of The Warrior Post, the president of the Martin Book Club, the 
president of the Spanish Honor Society and a member of the Academic Decathlon. Last year she was 
recognized as an Advanced Placement Scholar with Distinction by the College Board after scoring 
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three or higher on eleven advanced placement tests. Kathryn believes that it is important to lead by 
example, and that is what she strives to do in all areas of her life. She hopes to become a mechanical 
engineer, and her career goal would be to be a Disney Imagineer.

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PUBLIC HEARING:       
 
A. Texas Academic Performance Report (TAPR) 
 
President Reich opened the Public Hearing regarding the Texas Academic Performance Report at 
8:16 p.m.  
 
Executive Director of Accountability, Planning and Testing Dr. Kevin Barlow and Chief Financial 
Officer Cindy Powell presented the results of the 2017-2018 Texas Academic Performance Report.  
The report is intended to inform the public about the educational performance of the District and of 
each campus in relation to the district, the state, and a comparable group of schools. The 2018 
Accountability Rating score is 78. TAPR measures district performance; district progress; district prior 
year and student success initiative; district participation, district attendance; graduation and dropout 
rates; district college, career and military readiness; district student information; and district staff 
information. All nine high school campuses received a Met Standard/Alternative Standard rating and 
all ten junior high school campuses received a Met Standard rating. For elementary campuses, 50 of 
54 campuses received a Met Standard rating; Anderson, Patrick, Short and Speer Elementaries 
received Improvement Required. Dr. Barlow shared information regarding the domains, test passing 
standards and AISD comparison to other districts. He reported that 29 campuses received at least 
one Distinction Designation. NCLB requires high test participation in accountability; AISD is aligned to 
the State and tests 99% of its students. The attendance rate for 2016 was 95.4%. The four-year 
graduation rate was 86.7% while the five-year graduation rate was 87.8%.   
 
Ms. Powell reported that on the October 2017 PEIMS Snapshot date the total number of AISD total 
students was 61,020. AISD student population is classified 65.4% economically disadvantaged 
compared to the state average of 58.8%; AISD students are 26.4% English language learners 
compared to the state average of 18.8%; AISD students are 62.5% at-risk compared to the state 
average of 50.8%.  Of the total 8,283 staff, 64.1% were instructional staff (compared to state average 
64.4%) and 0.6% were central administration (compared to state average of 1.1%). The AISD overall 
students per teacher ratio is 14.7 and the state average is 15.1. Ms. Powell also shared an overview 
of the 2016-2017 actual financial data included in the TAPR. The AISD total operating expenditure 
per student was $10,492 compared to the state average of $9,503. Of the funds spent per student, 
the AISD spends $5,616 (53.5%) on instruction while the state spends $5,338 (56.2%). 
 
Board members asked clarifying questions regarding college, career readiness and the inability to 
gather all data needed, and the extracurricular focus. Board members also commended staff for 
areas of gain, noting efforts to prioritize funds into classrooms and minimize administrative costs 
while working hard to close gaps for students.  
 
There were no speakers from the audience, and Dr. Reich closed the Public Hearing at 8:52 p.m.

DISCUSSION: 
 
A. 2014 Bond Program Update 
 
Mrs. Powell reported that the district is in year five of a five-year bond program totaling $663,129,278. 
The total program is expected to be completed within the budget. All projects other than the fine arts 
center and athletics complex are expected to reach substantial completion by December 2019. 
Construction on the fine arts center and athletics complex is underway with substantial completion 
planned for July 2020, within the funds in the 2014 Bond. Mrs. Powell shared an overview of the 
status of fine arts; safety, security and technology; transportation; and facility projects. She presented 
pictures of numerous sites, completed work and ongoing work depicting improvements to parking 
lots, tracks, building exteriors, interior lighting, classroom additions, as well as other condition 
improvements. Mrs. Powell also shared that the new AISD natatorium is supported in part by a 
partnership with the City of Arlington. A new early college high school will open August 2019 in 
partnership with TCC Southeast. Tier II HUB participation achieved through January 2019 is 19%. 
Mrs. Powell reported that a new capital needs steering committee had been appointed by the Board 
of Trustees. The committee purpose is to recommend prioritized facility and identified capital needs 
through 2025 to support the District’s strategic plan. 
 
Board members noted the full transparency in spending funds, that projects are anticipated to be 
completed within budget and significantly on time, and that the projects have been completed with the 
parameters set forth when the bond was presented for voting. HUB participation improvement was 
commended, noting the importance of communication in providing equal opportunity. Board members 
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shared appreciation for efforts to preserve existing trees, involve public/private partnerships, and 
provide benefits for students, AISD and the City of Arlington for years to come.  
 
Dr. Reich requested that Acari be invited to come share a presentation in the future. 
 
OPEN FORUM FOR NON-AGENDA ITEMS:   None 
 
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT: 
 
Superintendent Cavazos reported that in December Venture High School had a wonderful graduation 
ceremony and celebration with twelve students graduating, bringing the school over 5,000 graduates. 
This is such a great achievement for the district and the community. Venture continues to make a 
difference in the lives of students, as it has done for 31 years. Dr. Cavazos congratulated Venture 
staff and students. 
 
Before the winter break, many schools benefitted from the generosity of the community. Many 
different organizations came together before the holidays to help make sure AISD students were 
taken care of and felt special. A couple of small examples were the Arlington Sunrise Rotary Club 
giving every Thornton Elementary student a Christmas stocking and the Lamar Baptist Church and 
North Davis Church teaming up to make sure all Wimbish Elementary students went home with an 
age-appropriate book and fleece blanket. Dr. Cavazos thanked all of the groups that supported 
students before the break and throughout the year. 
 
Dr. Cavazos shared that schools continue to shine when it comes to the City of Arlington’s Kindness 
Initiative. He thanked the teachers and administrators who encourage kindness and the city for 
recognizing that even the smallest acts of kindness, sometimes by the youngest of students, go a 
long way. So far this year, students from Thornton Elementary, Corey Academy, Dunn Elementary 
and Young Junior High have been recognized.  
 
Dr. Cavazos reminded everyone that the special programs application deadline is January 31, 2019. 
There are still many opportunities for parent information meetings about these programs. The 
Arlington ISD has more opportunities for our students than ever, and he encouraged parents to look 
into the special programs for their children. More information on each program is available at 
www.aisd.net/specialprograms.  He encouraged everyone to attend all or at least some of the 
wonderful events scheduled for this weekend’s Advancing the Dream Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. 
Celebration that runs Friday through Monday. From an awards banquet and multicultural festival to a 
step show competition and the MLK Day of Service and more, there are plenty of opportunities to 
help celebrate this year’s theme “Building Harmony, Celebrating Diversity.” 
 
SCHOOL BOARD’S REPORT: 
 
Mr. Hogg shared his appreciation for all that had reached out following the passing of his father. He 
noted that the legislative session is in process.  The people in Austin are saying the right things, but 
will be watching as the session continues. He thanked those on the team to support AISD legislative 
priorities with several trips planned to Austin. The effort to opt out of TRS ActiveCare is going well 
with more information to come, providing help to staff as a whole. He encouraged everyone to watch 
social media for posts as much of the work is driven by decisions in Austin. Mr. Hogg thanked the 
leaders of Texas for talking about school finance. 
 
Mrs. Mays shared her appreciation for the food service department, students, staff, and assisting 
organizations for all the thanks shared for Board Appreciation Month.  She reminded everyone of the 
village it takes to educate students and thanked all for the kind words for Board volunteerism.  She 
noted the many MLK events this weekend and asked everyone to please show their support for the 
community and students.  She shared the quote, “We may all have come on different ships, but we 
are in the same boat now.” Mrs. Mays stated that it does not matter the nationality, rich, or poor and 
encouraged all to make their voice heard. She shared her appreciation for teachers and their work in 
the classroom. 
 
Dr. Reich reported that he was able to attend two campus rallies for the City of Arlington’s Kindness 
Initiative.  He shared his appreciation for the work by Dr. Von Peaks and former Board Member Gloria 
Pena as they showcase the loving and kind student body in AISD and a great community. 
 
Secretary Mays reported that Dr. Reich requested for Acari to give a presentation and update on the 
district and HUB participation when appropriate.
