President Reich called the open meeting work session to order at 6:03 p.m. The meeting was held at 
the Administration Building, 1203 West Pioneer Parkway, Arlington, Texas in Conference Room B.

President Reich adjourned the meeting at 6:22 p.m. to move to the Board Room. 
 
President Reich called the meeting to order in the Board Room at 6:25 p.m. with seven trustees 
present.  
 
CLOSED MEETING:    Board Conference Room 
 
President Reich adjourned to closed meeting at 6:26 p.m. pursuant to Sections 551.071 through 
551.074, Section 551.076, and Sections 551.082 through 551.084 of the Texas Government Code in 
accordance with the Texas Open Meetings Act for the purposes stated on the agenda. 
 
RECONVENE INTO OPEN SESSION:  Board Room 
 
President Reich convened the Board into the open meeting at 7:10 p.m. with seven trustees in 
attendance. 
 
OPENING CEREMONY: 
 
John Hibbs led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance. Dr. Reich called for a moment of silence. 
 
PROGRAM AND/OR PRESENTATION: 
 
A. Student Performance by Districtwide Junior High Orchestra 
 
Executive Director of Marketing and Communication Anita Foster shared that the districtwide junior 
high orchestra was comprised of some of our most talented students from each junior high 
school.  These students competed and were ultimately selected to perform with the TMEA Region 5 
All-Region Orchestra.  The audition process started in November, where over 400 students 
auditioned in a blind adjudication process to select the best musicians from Arlington, Fort Worth, and 
Mansfield.  After being selected, these students met for an entire weekend in late January to be 
taught by a nationally recognized guest clinician and to perform their concert only 24 hours 
later.  They performed to a rousing standing ovation in front of approximately 900 people.  They 
played Ellis Island by Silva, one of the pieces they performed at their All-Region concert.  They were 
conducted by Ms. Lacy McCoy, director of orchestras at Ousley Junior High.  
 
B. Student of the Month 
 
Newcomer Center Principal Mr. Greg Meeks introduced the February 2019 Student of the Month 
Mateo Landivar. He shared that Mateo is a second-year Newcomer Center student who is a shining 
example of determination and excellence. Mateo’s home country is Ecuador, and he has worked hard 
in acquiring the English language, earning credits and mastering EOC exams. Mateo has 15 credits 
and is on pace for 19 credits by June 2019. He passed his Algebra I and ELA I end of course exams 
the first year he was in Texas. Mateo has a kind heart and is driven to succeed. He is a wonderful 
example of a student who has taken full advantage of the opportunities provided at Newcomer 
Center. 
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C. Community Engaged for Excellence Award of Appreciation 
 
Director of Parent and Community Engagement Mr. Aaron Perales introduced Reverend Betsy 
Pense, President of New Day.  He reported that NEW DAY was established in 2005, NEW DAY is a 
local nonprofit organization that provides student outreach ministry by delivering weekend bags of 
food to campuses for students. NEW DAY has volunteers throughout the city that support the effort. 
The three locations where bags of food are prepared are Grace Presbyterian Church, Trinity United 
Methodist Church, and Westminster Presbyterian Church. NEW DAY works directly with campus 
counselors to identify students that exhibit issues with hunger or may be food insecure. This school 
year, NEW DAY has provided 14,153 bags of food to students at forty-two AISD campuses. In 
addition, NEW DAY has provided over 8,700 individual food items to high schools that have “food 
pantry initiatives.” This school year alone, NEW DAY has provided an estimated $65,000 in food 
items to AISD students. With their commitment to support our most at-risk students, NEW DAY is 
truly deserving of the AISD Community Engaged for Excellence Award of Appreciation.

Board Finance and Academics Committee Chair John Hibbs reported that the committee, including 
himself, Kecia Mays, and Bowie Hogg, reviewed the list of Financial Futures Committee members. 
Administration recommended extending the terms of some members by one year. The Financial 
Futures Committee Charge allows for extending committee member service by a one-year term with 
Board approval.  Mr. Hibbs reported that the recommendation was to extend the appointments of the 
following individuals for a one-year term: Stephen Crumby, continuing as committee chair, Jeannie 
Deakyne, Harry Flood, Anne Mason, and Sarah Spurrier. Additionally, it was recommended to 
appoint Speer Elementary School Principal Selina Elizondo to fill the vacant principal’s seat for one 
year; appoint Christina Blank representing UEA and Alison Willeke representing ATPE for one year;

Assistant Superintendent Michael Hill shared that the purpose of the policy revision was to allow the 
Superintendent or his designee to establish a special transfer window and consider transfers on a 
first-come, first-serve basis. Mr. Hill shared an overview of Board Policy FDA (LOCAL) and Board 
Policy FDB (LOCAL) regarding inter-district transfers and intra-district transfers. The revisions include 
new language for Superintendent or designee to establish a special transfer window. Intra-district and 
inter-district transfer requests submitted during this special window shall be considered on a first-
come, first-serve basis.  
 
Board Governance Committee Chair Bowie Hogg reported that this was tested last year. He thanked 
Board Governance Committee members, Mr. Chapa and Ms. Walton, for their assistance in reviewing 
these policies.  Mr. Hogg clarified that the first transfer window will not change and children of full-
time employees are rewarded with first priority. AISD residents, the taxpayers will be second priority. 
The third priority is non-AISD students that live in the City of Arlington. The secondary transfer 
window will give the Superintendent the ability to accept transfers on a first come, first serve basis. 
 
Board members clarified that non-AISD, but City of Arlington, includes individuals that are within the 
City limits but zoned in other school districts (far south and north boundaries), and asked about 
communicating this plan for a second transfer window.

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DISCUSSION: 
 
A. Update on Long-Range Financial Planning for the General Operating Budget and Capital 

Needs 
 
Dr. Cavazos reported that the presentation would be an update on long-range planning.  The long-
range financial needs of the district have been reviewed in recent meetings with the Financial Futures 
Committee and the Capital Needs Steering Committee. 
 
Mrs. Powell shared an overview of the district financial priorities including implementing the strategic 
plan, maintaining a healthy fund balance in the General Fund, balancing the General Fund budget, 
providing competitive compensation, addressing capital needs and maintaining tax rate stability. Mrs. 
Powell reported that budget deficits are forecast for each of the next four years and opportunities for 
improvement are limited within the constraints of the current state school finance system. There is an 
opportunity for a bond package and a tax ratification election (TRE) with limited tax rate increase to 
invest in capital priorities, reduce budget deficits and sustain instructional opportunities. Due to the 
decrease in the interest and sinking tax rate will offset an increase in the maintenance and operations 
tax rate.  
 
Board members asked questions regarding the special junior high fine arts and dual language 
program, a future high school option for fine arts and dual language, continuing opportunities at Gunn 
Junior High School and the possibility of legislative action that would allow us to not consider a TRE.  
 
Board members commended the District for addressing the continuing needs for aging facilities in 
east and central Arlington. Board members clarified that athletic stadium considerations are to 
upgrade the current facilities, and not to build a new facility like seen on the nightly news.  
 
Community members were encouraged to attend the next round of community dialogue meetings, 
April 9 and April 10, to help with decisions on district priorities and to look for the survey as well as 
presentations from recent community dialogue meetings on the website, www.aisd.net. 
 
B.  Legislative Update 
 
Mrs. Powell reported that the School Finance Commission submitted their final report to the 
Legislature on December 31, 2018. This report recommended a balance between state and local 
funding, significant new investments in public education, greater equity by allocating more funds for 
low income and English language learners, reduce the growth of property tax and fund recapture, 
reallocate existing resources and align funding to outcomes. The 86th Legislative Session convened 
on January 8, 2019 and ends on May 27, 2019. Mrs. Powell provided an overview of AISD advocacy 
efforts and the AISD Board’s active involvement in those efforts. The Board approved legislative 
agenda has three objectives: local authority; relevant instructional programs that reflect and 
complement the provisions of HB 5 (83rd Legislative Session); and suitable funding and relief from 
unfunded mandates. Mrs. Powell shared a review of current legislative bills of interest related to 
academic accountability, school safety and security, school finance, and property taxes.  
 
Board Governance Committee Chair Bowie Hogg thanked Mrs. Powell and staff for their work 
tracking the legislative session. He noted the number of bills and the work by the Board Governance 
Committee, as well as legislative trips planned February 20, February 26 and March 6-7, 2019. Mr. 
Hogg thanked Dr. Cavazos for his many trips to attend legislative meetings and thanked his 
colleagues, specifically the Board Governance Committee members, Polly Walton and Justin Chapa. 
 
Board members stated they were cautiously optimistic, but had concerns related to mandates for 
districts related to teacher salary increases with restrictions, the erosion of local control, and the 
authority of the Commissioner to remove an elected Board. They asked clarifying questions regarding 
funds for raises for other AISD employees to match proposed teacher raises, delivery method for 
additional funds, metrics used, and source of the additional revenue.  
 
OPEN FORUM FOR NON-AGENDA ITEMS: 
 
Geoffry Harris, representing UEA, spoke regarding salary comparison. 
 
Billy Hodges, representing Miller Sierra Contractors, Incorporated, spoke regarding Arlington ISD 
non-payment. 
 
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT: 
 
Dr. Cavazos reported that the mid-January event for the Advancing the Dream Dr. Martin Luther King 
Jr. Celebration in Arlington was wonderful. AISD students were prominently featured throughout the 
weekend at the awards banquet, multicultural festival, step show competition, the MLK Day of Service 
and more. He thanked all that worked to make the event a success. 
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The AISD Parent and Community Engagement Department continues to help the district stay 
connected to the community groups through regular luncheons and updates. In the past month, AISD 
hosted the realtors group as well as AISD school namesakes and their families. Both luncheons were 
well attended and provided an opportunity to keep AISD stakeholders informed.  
 
Superintendent Cavazos congratulated the AISD teachers and department employee of the Month for 
January 2019: Gobran George from Bowie High School, Katy Wells from Bailey Junior High, Diana 
Barboza from Short Elementary and Becky Wagley from human resources. He shared that going out 
to honor employees is one of the highlights of his month and he appreciates their dedication and 
service to AISD. 
 
The annual AISD Student Career Exploration Night had record setting attendance in January. The 
community has stepped up and appreciates the importance of this event that connects our students 
to real-life learning and future job opportunities. Feedback has been tremendous, and the event is 
expected to continue to grow, showing our students what wonderful opportunities are waiting for them 
in the Arlington ISD. 
 
The Area 7 and Area 8 Spelling Bees were on February 1, 2019 and two very impressive groups of 
students competed. In the Area 7 Bee, fourth-grader Leo A. from Wood Elementary won and Alex T. 
from Bailey Junior High was the runner-up; and in Area 8 Nathania U. from Nichols Junior High and 
Jake S. from Boles Junior High battled for so long that they ran out of words. Nathania U. won the 
Area 8 Bee.  
 
The annual districtwide National Signing Day ceremony was February 6, 2019 and nearly 70 student-
athletes signed national letters of intent to play sports in college. Dr. Cavazos congratulated all of the 
students as well as the many more who will be signing in the coming weeks.  
 
SCHOOL BOARD’S REPORT: 
 
Mrs. Kecia Mays, in honor of Black History Month, shared her personal black history story of moving 
from California to Texas with her sister, mom and dad. Her dad planned to settle his family in a house 
and start his own business but ended up in court because the neighborhood was not ready for a 
“black family”. He moved his family to DeSoto, Texas where his family did become the only “black 
family” in the neighborhood so his daughters were the only black girls in their school. There were 
many questions and curiosity by their classmates and they were called names they did not know the 
meaning of, but became way too familiar with in time. Her dad opened his own barbeque place and 
had the beautiful initials of his daughters as the name on the billboard, only to be renamed by that 
new word they had become familiar with in time. Her mom continued to repeat to the girls, “You are a 
child of God and he made you in his image and he has a plan for you, no matter the color of your 
skin.” Her dad became employed with a corporation where he worked his way up to train some of the 
top salesman in Dallas, but was eventually told, “Dallas is not ready for a black salesman”. Still 
smiling and working hard, loving his wife and daughters, while knowing he was not able to provide for 
his family the way he deserved, he continued to work hard and give all he could to a company that 
would only give him excuses. Her mom told her she was beautiful and could do whatever she set her 
mind to and her dad was the wisest man she knew, though he did not have a high school diploma. 
Her mom continued to push and tell her she had to do more than her counterparts did. She told her 
they were not better than her, and she was not better than anyone else. Mrs. Mays said she was 
blessed to have her own black history because it allowed her to see the beauty of color through 
God’s eyes. Black History Month is celebrated in February to pay tribute to those African Americans 
who have struggled with adversities based on the color of their skin, like her parents. The celebration 
was acknowledged in the late 1920’s and history is still being made today. She said this continues 
through her veins and the veins of her three handsome, intelligent African American sons, who she 
wants to do better than Papa, better than her and their dad.  She asked all to take time this month 
and learn a black history fact, attend one of AISD’s black history programs. Mrs. Mays quoted Booker 
T. Washington, “Success is to be measured not so much by the position that one has reached in life 
as by the obstacles which he has overcome while trying to succeed.”  
 
President Reich congratulated Mrs. Mays on her son’s ‘signing day award’. 
 
Mr. John Hibbs stated that we are all created by one God, we are all his children and when that is 
realized, we will be a better society.  He shared that he went to the Open Arms Clinic in Arlington for 
individuals with no form of healthcare. The have twenty-five different practitioners, social workers, and 
counselors and he wanted to make sure the community knows the clinic is there and available.  The 
clinic wants to support the community in a very special way. He appreciates them for being on the 
front line for the non-insured, with access to connections for bigger needs. They operate on Little 
Road and he encouraged all who see someone in need to refer them to the Open Arms Clinic. 
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Secretary Mays had no items to report.

SUBJECT: Construction Method of Procurement - Gunn Fine Arts and Dual Language Academy Addition 
and Renovation Project  

State law sets forth eight procurement methods that governmental entities, including school districts, can use 
to procure construction services.  As summarized in Board Policy CV (LEGAL), the law requires all district 
construction contracts valued at $50,000 or more in the aggregate for each 12 month period to be made by the 
method that provides the best value to the district, and the Board must declare the procurement method to be 
used for each project.  The two methods used most commonly statewide are Competitive Sealed Proposal and 
Construction Manager-at-Risk.  Following is a brief description of these procurement methods and 
recommendations for the procurement method to be utilized for the construction projects in phase I of the bond 
program. 

Competitive Sealed Proposal (CSP) 

CSP is a delivery method similar to competitive bidding in that the District selects an Architect/Engineer to 
design the project.  Once the construction documents are fully completed, the District solicits proposals from 
contractors to perform the work.  Selection is generally based on a combination of price and other factors that 
the District deems in its best interest, such as project team personnel, schedule, contractors past experience, 
etc. 

Construction Management-at-Risk (CMR) 

CMR is a delivery method wherein the Construction Manager-at-Risk serves as the General Contractor 
assuming the risk for construction guaranteed price and provides design phase consultation in evaluating 
costs, schedule, implications of alternative designs and systems and materials during and after design of the 
facility. 

Procurement Method Recommendation for the Gunn Fine Arts and Dual Language Academy Addition 
and Renovation Project: 

Administration recommends Construction Manager-at-Risk (CMR) for the Gunn Fine Arts and Dual Language 
Academy.  This project is more complex and involves a larger project scope where project phasing and 
scheduling is critical for overall project success.  The CMR procurement method allows the general contractor 
to participate more in the project planning, design, and estimating phases.  Greater project value can be 
achieved through this means of project procurement:
