Dear Property Owner(s): 
 
You have indicated a willingness to sign a deed for your property which consists of 0.006 acres (279 
square feet) located 2101 Browning Drive, Arlington, Texas 76010. 
 
It is important to confirm this agreement in order to avoid any possible misunderstanding as to the details 
of the purchase or the process by which the Texas Department of Transportation (TxDOT) will make 
payment. The payment of $2,089.00 as herein agreed will constitute full payment to be made by TxDOT 
for the property to be conveyed to the State. 
 
TxDOT and the owner(s) have agreed to the following provisions. 
 
Until payment is made by TxDOT, title and possession of the property to be conveyed remains with you. 
You shall bear all risk of loss to any and all such property prior to such payment.  Either you or TxDOT 
shall have the right to terminate this agreement. 
 
The payment of the amount herein stated and the terms provided constitute the only promises, 
consideration and conditions of this purchase; and no other promises, consideration or conditions have 
been signified or implied, save and except any benefits which may accrue under the State’s Relocation 
Assistance Program and the mutual benefits to be derived by you and TxDOT from the signing of this 
agreement. 
 
The State, without cost to the owner, will pay the cost of recording all instruments conveying title to the 
State. 
 
It is suggested that you carefully review the proposed Right of Way Deed and satisfy yourself (selves) as 
to its provisions.  With your signing of this agreement and execution of the deed the State will proceed  
with  the  issuance  of  a  State  warrant  which  will be  made out  jointly  to 
you and to WFG National Title, agent for the State. 
 
This company has been designated as the State’s closing agent and is responsible to see that TxDOT 
obtains clear title.  They will not endorse the warrant and make payment until clear title is secured.  At the 
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same time, you have the right to withhold endorsement of the warrant and not accept payment until you 
are fully satisfied on all details of the transaction.

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POSSESSION AND USE AGREEMENT FOR TRANSPORTATION PURPOSES  
WITH ADDITIONAL PAYMENT OF INDEPENDENT CONSIDERATION

This Possession and Use Agreement For Transportation Purposes (the “Agreement”) between the State 
of Texas, acting by and through the Texas Department of Transportation (the “State”) , and 
Arlington Independent School District (the “Grantor” whether one or more), grants to the State, its 
contractors, agents and all others deemed necessary by the State, an irrevocable right to possession and 
use of the Grantor’s property for the purpose of constructing a portion of  Highway No. Spur 303 (the 
“Highway Construction Project”). The property subject to this Agreement is described more fully in field 
notes and plat map (attached as “Exhibit A”) and made a part of this Agreement by reference (the 
“Property”). 
 
1. For the consideration paid by the State which is set forth in Paragraphs 2 and 3 below, the receipt and 

sufficiency of which is acknowledged, the Grantor grants, bargains, sells and conveys to the State of 
Texas the right of entry and exclusive possession and use of the Property for the purpose of 
constructing a highway and appurtenances thereto and the right to remove any improvements. 
Authorized activities include surveying, inspection, environmental studies, archeological studies, 
clearing, demolition, construction of permanent improvements, relocating, replacing, and improving 
existing utility facilities, locating new utility facilities, and other work required to be performed in 
connection with the Highway Construction Project.  This Possession and Use Agreement will extend 
to the State, its contractors and assigns, owners of any existing utilities on the Property and those 
which may be lawfully permitted on the Property by the State in the future, and all others deemed 
necessary by the State for the purpose of the Highway Construction Project. This grant will allow the 
construction, relocation, replacement, repair, improvement, operation and maintenance of utilities on 
the Property. 

  
2. In full consideration for this irrevocable grant of possession and use and other Grantor covenants, 

warranties, and obligations under this Agreement, the State will tender to the Grantor the sum of Zero 
and NO/100 Dollars ($0.00).  The Grantor agrees that this sum represents adequate and full 
compensation for the possession and use of the Property. The State will be entitled to take possession 
and use of the Property upon tender of payment.  The parties agree that the sum tendered represents 
0% of the State's approved value, which assumes no adverse environmental conditions affecting the 
value of the Property.  The approved value is the State’s determination of the just compensation owed 
to the Grantor for the real property interest to be acquired by the State in the Property, encumbered 
with the improvements thereon, if any, and damages to the remainder,  if any,  save and except all oil, 
gas and sulphur.  The parties agree that the sum tendered to Grantor will be deducted from any final 
settlement amount, Special Commissioners’ award or court judgment.  In the event the amount of the 
final settlement or judgment for acquisition of the Property is less than the amount the State has paid 
for the possession and use of the Property, then the Grantor agrees that the original amount tendered 
represents an overpayment for the difference and, upon written notice from the State, the Grantor will 
promptly refund the overpayment to the State. 
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3. As additional consideration, the State will tender to the Grantor the sum of Three Thousand Dollars 

and NO/100 ($3,000.00), the receipt and sufficiency of which is acknowledged. The parties agree that 
the sum tendered under this Paragraph 3:  

 
 (i)  is independent consideration for the possession and use of Grantor’s Property and represents no 

part of the State’s compensation to be paid for the anticipated purchase of the Property; and 
 (ii)  will not be refunded to the State upon any acquisition of the Property by the State. 
 
4. The effective date of this Agreement will be the date on which payment pursuant to Paragraphs 2 and 

3 above was tendered to the Grantor by the State, or disbursed to the Grantor by a title company acting 
as escrow agent for the transaction, (the “Effective Date”).   

 
5. The Grantor warrants and represents that the title to the Property is free and clear of all liens and 

encumbrances or that proper releases will be executed for the Property prior to funds being disbursed 
under this Agreement. The Grantor further warrants that no other person or entity owns an interest in 
the fee title to the Property and further agrees to indemnify the State from all unreleased or undisclosed 
liens, claims or encumbrances affecting the Property. 
 

6. The parties agree that the valuation date for determining the amount of just compensation for the real 
property interest proposed to be acquired by the State in the Property, for negotiation or eminent 
domain proceeding purposes, will be the Effective Date of this Agreement. 

 
7. This Agreement is made with the understanding that the State will continue to proceed with acquisition 

of a real property interest in the Property.  The Grantor reserves all rights of compensation for the title 
and interest in and to the Property which the Grantor holds as of the time immediately prior to the 
Effective Date of this Agreement.  This Agreement shall in no way prejudice the Grantor’s rights to 
receive full and just compensation as allowed by law for all of the Grantor’s interests in and to the 
Property to be acquired by the State, encumbered with the improvements thereon, if any, and damages, 
if any, to the remainder of the Grantor’s interest in any larger tract of which the Property is a part (the 
“Remainder”), if any; all as the Property exists on the Effective Date of this Agreement.  The State’s 
removal or construction of improvements on the Property shall in no way affect the fair market value 
of the Property in determining compensation due to the Grantor in the eminent domain proceedings.  
There will be no project impact upon the appraised value of the Property.  This grant will not prejudice 
the Grantor’s rights to any relocation benefits for which Grantor may be eligible. 

 
8. In the event the State institutes or has instituted eminent domain proceedings, the State will not be 

liable to the Grantor for interest upon any award or judgment as a result of such proceedings for any 
period of time prior to the date of the award.  Payment of any interest may be deferred by the State 
until entry of judgment. 

 
9. The purpose of this Agreement is to allow the State to proceed with its Highway Construction Project 

without delay and to allow the Grantor to have the use at this time of a percentage of the estimated 
compensation for the State’s acquisition of a real property interest in the Property.  The Grantor 
expressly acknowledges that the proposed Highway Construction Project is for a valid public use and 
voluntarily waives any right the Grantor has or may have, known or unknown, to contest the 
jurisdiction of the court in any condemnation proceeding for acquisition of the Property related to the 
Highway Construction Project, based upon claims that the condemning authority has no authority to 
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acquire the Property through eminent domain, has no valid public use for the Property, or that 
acquisition of the Property is not necessary for the public use. 

 
10. The Grantor reserves all of the oil, gas and sulphur in and under the land herein conveyed but waives 

all right of ingress and egress to the surface for the purpose of exploring, developing, mining or 
drilling.  The extraction of oil, gas and minerals may not affect the geological stability of the surface. 
Nothing in this reservation will affect the title and rights of the State to take and use all other minerals 
and materials thereon, and thereunder.   

  
11. The undersigned Grantor agrees to pay as they become due, all ad valorem property taxes and special 

assessments assessed against Property, including prorated taxes for the year in which the State takes 
title to the Property. 

 
12. Notwithstanding the acquisition of right of possession to the Property by the State in a condemnation 

proceeding by depositing the Special Commissioners’ award into the registry of the court, less any 
amounts tendered to the Grantor pursuant to Paragraph 2 above, this Agreement shall continue to 
remain in effect until the State acquires title to the Property either by negotiation, settlement, or final 
court judgment. 

 
13. This Agreement will also extend to and bind the heirs, devisees, executors, administrators, legal 

representatives, successors in interest and assigns of the parties. 
 
14. It is agreed the State will record this document. 
 
15. Other conditions: N/A. 
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To have and to hold the Agreement herein described and conveyed, together with all the rights and 
appurtenances belonging to the State of Texas and its assigns forever, for the purposes and subject to the 
limitations set forth above.

maintained, widened, straightened, or extended, or to accomplish any purpose related to the location, 
construction, improvement, maintenance, beautification, preservation, or operation of a state highway or 
turnpike project. 

 
 The Texas Transportation Commission is also authorized under the Texas Transportation Code, Chapter 203 

to acquire or request to be acquired such other property rights deemed necessary or convenient for the 
purposes of operating a state highway or turnpike project, with control of access as necessary to facilitate the 
flow of traffic and promote the public safety and welfare on both non-controlled facilities and designated 
controlled access highways and turnpike projects.

WHEREAS, the U.S. Government has declared a national emergency and the State of Texas has 
declared a statewide disaster regarding the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic; 
 
WHEREAS, on March 19, 2020, the Texas Governor issued Executive Order No. GA-08 relating 
to COVID-19 preparedness and mitigation and through this action and in accordance with 
Guidelines from the President ordered the temporary closure of all Texas school districts; 
 
WHEREAS, Texas Education Code 11.151 gives the Board of Trustees the exclusive power and 
duty to govern and oversee the management of the public schools of the District; 
 
WHEREAS, Texas Education Code 7.056 permits a district to apply to the commissioner of 
education for a waiver of a requirement, restriction, or prohibition imposed by the Education Code 
or rule of the State Board of Education or commissioner; 
 
WHEREAS, TEA has indicated that it will accept a waiver request made pursuant to Texas 
Education Code 7.056 by a superintendent, if the Board of Trustees has delegated general 
operational authority or waiver-specific authority to the Superintendent; 
 
WHEREAS, TEA recommends that if the Board delegates authority to the Superintendent to 
request waivers from the commissioner, that the Board ratify the waiver request at a future Board 
meeting to ensure compliance with Texas Education Code Chapter 11 and section 7.056; 
 
WHEREAS, the Board finds there is a need for the District to maintain efficient, effective, and 
consistent District operations during the period of the disaster declaration under these 
circumstances, which may include the need to request available waivers under state and federal 
law; 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of Arlington Independent 
School District makes the following delegation to the Superintendent: 

 The authority to pursue any necessary and available waivers from TEA without further 
action of the Board; and 

 The authority to pursue any waiver with respect to professional employee evaluations to 
the extent the Superintendent deems them necessary; and 

 In the event other waivers are needed, the Superintendent is authorized to submit other 
waiver requests in accordance with guidance from national, state, or local authorities or 
agencies. 
 

The Board may ratify any waiver requests made by the Superintendent under this authority at a 
future Board meeting. 
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The authority granted by this resolution shall apply until the District resumes full operations at 
the direction of the Superintendent or the Board takes further action.

DISCUSSION / ACTION: 
 
A. Consider Pandemic Emergency Action/Plan 
 
Superintendent Cavazos reported that this was an opportunity for the Board and community to hear 
about the AISD response plan to the pandemic emergency. In this unusual time for the community and 
the world, he shared his appreciation for the Arlington community, staff, students and parents. He 
thanked everyone for coming together in a time of crisis unlike anything previously faced. This response 
is a tribute to the exceptional team and system to put plans in place to provide meals and instructional 
support. The situation is very fluid and communication will continue. Dr. Cavazos said this presentation 
would highlight some of the logistics of plans developed and then provide the Board an opportunity to 
consider a resolution for payroll to pay AISD employees and staff. 
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Chief Financial Officer Cindy Powell reported that on March 13, 2020, Tarrant County Judge Whitley 
declared a local disaster due to a public health emergency. Tarrant County Public Health recommended 
that school districts close for the two weeks following their spring break. Arlington ISD closed schools 
until March 30, 2020. The school closure included in-person classes, all activities and events (including 
athletics, fine arts, student clubs, academic decathlon, and field trips), staff and student travel and 
professional development. AISD leadership participated in regular phone conferences with Tarrant 
County, Tarrant County Public Health, City of Arlington and Texas Education Agency. The AISD was 
notified that the State Foundation School Program funding will continue and that federal disaster fund 
may provide additional resources for incidental expenses. The USDA provides refunds for expenses 
incurred in providing food service to students and funding during this emergency would be provided 
similar to summer feeding programs. Mrs. Powell reported that services during the closure would 
include the student meal plan, district operations with essential employees and an at-home learning 
plan. On Monday, March 16, 2020, the AISD launched a meal distribution program including 23 sites 
providing meals for all children 18 years old and under. Students must be present to receive meals, no 
identification is required, and USDA will reimburse meals.  On March 17, 2020, over 6,000 meals were 
served. In order to operate during the current closure, AISD must designate some staff as essential 
personnel. Senior staff went through a process over the weekend with department leaders to identify 
employees essential to district operations. To the extent possible, employees will work from home. The 
particular employees deemed essential will change over time, based on the work being accomplished. 
The objective is to continue the work. The board resolution being considered authorizes pay during the 
closure. The payroll schedule is not impacted by the closure. 
 
Chief Academic Officer Dr. Wurtz reported that the emergency instructional response includes a four-
phase approach: 

 Phase one provides access to resources and materials to keep students engaged and minimize 
regression, increase staff readiness and launch counseling and social service supports. 

 Phase two will initiate district developed online instruction in identified areas and train core staff 
for online instructional delivery. 

 Phase three activates direct teaching of students primarily by core content classroom teachers. 
 Phase four provides “gap” instruction and compensatory services for qualified students. 

 
Dr. Wurtz presented the district’s At-Home Learning Hub currently available on the AISD website, and 
available in multiple languages. The Hub will be online through the duration of the closure for 
prekindergarten through twelfth grade. Staff is assessing the technology needs of teachers and 
students. In addition to online learning, physical packets are being prepared. Dr. Wurtz reported that 
the social and emotional learning provided includes resources on how staff can take care of their 
emotional health. There are also resources provided for parents on how to have conversations with 
students. A hotline will be available with counselors and social workers taking calls from students and 
staff. 
 
Executive Director of Marketing and Communication Anita Foster presented the communication plan. 
The primary audiences for communications are parents, teachers, staff, students and stakeholders. 
Outbound communication channels include the AISD website (www.aisd.net/coronavirus), InTouch 
messages to parents, email messaging to staff, principal updates from Dr. Tracie Brown, social media 
channels and news media. Opportunities for inbound communication/questions are available via email 
(pio@aisd.net), social media inboxes and social media comment sections. Staff will continue to send 
announcements through all channels of changing or new information and respond to inquiries as timely 
as possible.  
 
Board members thanked staff members for all of their work and asked clarifying questions regarding 
plans in place and ongoing communication efforts.

RESOLUTION OF THE ARLINGTON ISD 
AUTHORIZING ADMINISTRATIVE RESPONSE TO PANDEMIC EMERGENCY 

 
 WHEREAS, the Arlington Independent School District (“District”) seeks to maintain a corps of 
dedicated and caring employees; and 
 WHEREAS, the District wishes to provide the greatest amount of stability for students and staff 
while continuing to ensure their safety; and  

WHEREAS, Texas Education Code (TEC) Section 25.081 authorizes the Commissioner of 
Education to approve requests for a variance in total instructional minutes if the District is closed for 
disasters, floods, or extreme weather conditions or other emergencies that force the closing of schools; 
and  

WHEREAS, TEC Section 48.005(d) authorizes the Commissioner of Education to adjust the 
average daily attendance of a district if the district is closed for disasters, floods, extreme weather 
conditions or other emergencies that have a significant effect on the district’s attendance; and 

WHEREAS, the Commissioner of Education has stated that TEC Section 21.401(c) represents a 
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legislative determination that a public purpose exists to continue educators’ salaries during times of 
emergencies; and  
 WHEREAS, the Commissioner of Education has stated that he will approve requests for a 
variance in total contract days if districts make such a request commensurate with the number of days 
the District is closed for emergencies; and  

WHEREAS, all district employees—contractual and at-will—contribute to the achievement of the 
educational mission of Arlington ISD; and  

WHEREAS, paying at-will employees for emergency school closure days will enhance morale, 
reduce employee turnover, and reduce District exposure to unemployment claims;  

WHEREAS, paying at-will employees who worked during the pandemic emergency a premium 
rate will encourage at-will employees to volunteer for critical duty during such emergencies; now 
therefore  
BE IT RESOLVED: 

1. That the Board of Trustees authorizes the Superintendent to petition the Commissioner of 
Education for a waiver of the number of minutes of instruction to accommodate all minutes lost 
due to closure for the pandemic emergency; and 

2. That the petition request a shorter employment contract term commensurate with the number 
of days closed; and  

3. That at-will employees not on unpaid leave be paid at their prevailing daily wage for any days 
school is and was closed for the pandemic emergency; and 

4. That auxiliary and salaried non-exempt employees who are required to work on days when 
schools are closed for the pandemic emergency be paid at the rate of one and one-half times 
their hourly rate of pay for all hours worked.

A. Consider Level III / IV Balfour Beatty Grievance Decisions 
 
Trustee Chapa read the following statement:  
 
Board Policy GF (LOCAL) says that a grievance must be filed “Within 15 days of the date the individual 
first knew, or with reasonable diligence should have known, of the decision or action giving rise to the 
complaint or grievance.”  The purpose of AISD’s policy is to resolve issues timely, when they occur, so 
that they are fresh, and both parties can immediately review and address that concern, typically the 
same month that concern arises.  
 
This policy was incorporated into and attached to the contracts with Balfour Beatty Construction to 
provide a mechanism for Balfour to resolve any disputes that might arise with Arlington ISD in 
connection with Balfour’s work for the district.  Balfour agreed in each of the contracts that it entered 
with Arlington ISD to be bound by these grievance procedures.  The AISD grievance policy protects 
every party: the district, the taxpayer, Balfour, and their subcontractors. 
 
Arlington ISD’s contracts with Balfour were negotiated at arms-length, and Balfour signed each contract 
knowing of the express requirements of the grievance procedures and the consequences for failing to 
comply with those procedures.  Balfour put substantial effort in to negotiating its contracts with Arlington 
ISD.  Many provisions were negotiated, edited, and struck at Balfour’s request, including the provision 
requiring Balfour to use the district’s grievance policy.  The policy was modified to allow Balfour 90 days 
to file a grievance, instead of the 15 days normally allowed. 
 
Balfour claims that it brought its grievances to protect its subcontractors, with whom Balfour, not the 
District, contracted directly. Nothing in AISD’s contracts with Balfour or the policies incorporated into 
those contracts denied Balfour the right to pay their subcontractors.  If any subcontractor was denied 
payment by Balfour based on a representation that Balfour was not paid for its work, it is because 
Balfour decided not to pay that subcontractor.  If anything, a timely filed grievance may have resolved 
some subcontractor issues a long time ago.  Yet, the record reflects that Balfour waited years before 
asserting its claims. 
 
Balfour acknowledged at the Level IV grievance hearing that it contractually agreed to comply with the 
district’s grievance procedures.  Balfour’s decision to disregard those procedures has no effect on 
Balfour’s obligations to pay its subcontractors.  The grievance procedures only allow Balfour to assert 
claims based on its relationship with the district.  If a subcontractor has been harmed by Balfour’s failure 
to timely raise issues through the grievance procedures that it agreed to in its contracts with the district, 
Balfour is the sole cause of that harm. 
 
The district hired Balfour because of its proclaimed expertise in construction.  It is a sophisticated party 
that has been represented by counsel throughout its relationship with Arlington ISD.  Now, years later, 
Balfour complains that it should never have agreed to a provision common to each of the contracts that 
it signed; a provision, in fact, that Balfour specifically thought to modify—but not remove—at the time 
of contracting.  And although it made various arguments at the Level IV grievance hearing about the 
amounts it believes it is owed, Balfour notably admitted it did not follow the grievance policy that it 
concedes it voluntarily agreed to. 
 
Indeed, Balfour indicated at the hearing that it did not find compliance with the grievance policy to be 
worthwhile and that it viewed the policy as a mere formality to be dispensed with so that it could proceed 
to mediation.  Balfour has acted accordingly.  Besides participating in prior grievance hearings in only 
the most perfunctory manner, Balfour drafted its Level IV hearing documents in a way that prevented 
the Board from analyzing the merits of its claims, even had those matters properly been before the 
Board.  Each Level IV grievance form asked Balfour to identify any evidence it was relying on.  But 
rather than point the Board to specific evidence and provide the Board with a reasoned explanation for 
how that evidence supported its claims, Balfour simply cited to voluminous appendices of thousands 
(and for one grievance, over 10,000) pages, which it followed with conclusory assertions about what it 
believes it is owed.  Balfour’s conduct shows that it did not engage in the grievance process in good 
faith. 
 
During the course of each hearing, Balfour was given the opportunity to present evidence and argument 
to establish that its claims were brought in the time agreed to under the contracts.  Instead, Balfour 
established conclusively that it knew or should have known about its claims no later than 2017, but

failed to follow the grievance process and missed its deadlines by years—not days, weeks, or even 
months.  In the record for each grievance, for example, Balfour provided a timeline of “informal” dispute-
resolution efforts that affirmatively shows Balfour raised its concerns with the district—at the latest—by 
November 2017. 
 
The burden was on Balfour to show that it complied with the grievance process and file its grievances 
timely.   
 
Justin Chapa moved that for these reasons, and based on Balfour’s admission that it did not timely 
grieve, second by Bowie Hogg, that each of Balfour’s four grievances be denied and dismissed as 
untimely.

He thanked food services staff, teachers, 
principals and other employees for stepping up to plan, execute and adapt as needed during this time. 
Staff provided a comprehensive update during the called board meeting on Tuesday, March 17, 2020 
and was prepared to answer any questions this evening. 
 
Board members noted that the implementation and management of the district plan continues to 
improve and shared their appreciation for all of the work. Parents and community members are asking 
board members questions regarding plans for ending the school year, graduations, proms, and 
instruction for fine arts and athletics students.  
 
Dr. Cavazos asked for patience from all stakeholders as the district evaluates each area of concern in 
order to make good decisions. Communication will continue and as decisions are made, they will be 
included in future Frequently Asked Question documents. The district is providing factual, up-to-date 
information through the website, email updates and FAQs. The messages are transparent with answers 
they have and answers they do not yet have.  
 
Board members asked additional questions regarding UIL, and social and emotional support.  
 
Acting Board Secretary Hogg asked Mrs. Benjamin to note in the minutes that at 7:13 p.m., Mrs. Walton 
was disconnected from the meeting, or her computer stopped.  
 
Board members continued their discussion asking about the number of feeding sites, potential deliver 
and capability of the student meal program. 
 
Chief Financial Officer Mrs. Powell reported that adjustments to the student meal program would be 
made as quickly as possible, where needed. They are working with professional development staff to 
provide required training for additional employees through an online platform. Newly trained staff will 
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be inserted where needed, as needed, to make sure there is an adequate number of service workers 
at all sites. USDA regulations on child nutrition are very strict, but they began to make concessions and 
provide waivers for this emergency. 
 
Trustee Hogg noted that Ms. Walton was back online with the meeting at 7:21 p.m. 
 
Dr. Cavazos said that the student meal program is growing and they expected growth.  The food service 
staff is doing an excellent job of seamlessly providing meals.  
 
Mrs. Mays noted that there are 23 sites and the same food is served at each site. She encouraged 
parents that see a long line at one site to feel free to visit another site. The sites are listed on the website 
and families can go to any site during the 11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. window.

There have been several unforeseen conditions and Owner’s request requiring security changes and city 

utility changes and subsequent fees for bonding, insurance and contractor overhead to the Center for 

Visual and Performing Arts and Athletic Center which are noted below.  Funds from the Owner’s 

Construction Contingency Allowance have been set aside for critical items to keep the contractor 

working, however the fund is insufficient to cover all the costs for the required modifications and 

changes. 

 

We have reviewed the contractor’s revised cost proposal dated 4/1/20 for the required work and find it 

acceptable.  The change order increases the Original Contract Amount by $414,379.29 to a new contract 

amount of $83,588,379.29 and adds zero (0) days to the Substantial Completion date, currently 

September 10, 2020.

The construction manager-at-risk for the Gunn Fine Arts and Dual Language Academy  
Additions and Renovation Project, Pogue Construction, is presenting a Guaranteed Maximum  
Price (GMP) Amendment #2 in the amount of $58,381,770 for project construction. 
 
The construction team worked closely with the campus principal, various District departments 
and senior administration to assess the existing facility and determine the most efficient and 
cost-effective means to include all campus additions and renovations identified in the facility 
needs assessment.  Improvements include a classroom addition, a media center and fabrication 
laboratory addition, a student athletic locker room addition, a kitchen addition, expansion of the 
cafeteria and performance stage, a newly renovated administration suite, renovated fine arts 
areas, renovated restrooms,  mechanical and electrical upgrades, parking lot and fire lane 
improvements, exterior finish upgrades, landscaping renovations, and athletic renovations. 
 
Improvements to Gunn JHS will be performed in two phases – 1) site development work, and 2) 
building additions and renovation.  GMP Amendment #1 was approved by the Board of Trustees 
on February 6, 2020, for site development which includes site grading, construction of additional 
parking, and construction of new fire lane drives to prepare for the new additions and renovation 
of the existing building.
