To provide the Board of Trustees the opportunity to order a general election to fill three-year terms for
trustee places six and seven on the Board of Trustees of the Arlington Independent School District.

Background:

The three-year terms for places six and seven on the Arlington ISO Board of Trustees end in May 2023.
Therefore, the Board of Trustees \will order a general election to fill the three-year terms for places six
and seven on the Board of the Arlington Independent School District.

This general election will be held jointly with the four municipalities that lie within the boundaries of the
District. These municipalities are as follows: the City of Arlington, the City of Dalworthington Gardens,
the Tarrant County portion of the City of Grand Prairie, and the Town of Pantego.

Candidates may begin filing Wednesday, January 18, 2023. The deadline for filing is 5:00 p.m. Friday,
February 17, 2023. The deadline for write-in candidates is 5:00 p.m. Tuesday, February 21, 2023. The
last day for a candidate to withdraw is 5:00 p.m. Friday, February 24, 2023.

Early voting by personal appearance begins Monday, April 24, 2023, and ends Tuesday, May 2, 2023.
For those eligible, applications for a ballot by mail may be submitted to the Early Voting Clerk for Tarrant
County throughout the calendar year, beginning January 1 and must be received no later than the close
of business on Tuesday, April 25, 2023. The last day to register to vote in this election is Thursday, April
6, 2023.

General Operating Fund - includes cross-functional changes, a transfer out of assigned fund balance to
local construction and an increase in our revenue budget, with a net change of ($52,961,150). Primary
revenue increases are recognizing interest and insurance revenue earned. The primary reduction is the
$53 million transfer out to the local construction fund to supplement bond 2019.

Capital Projects Fund - includes the reconciliation of the FY2022 audit entries to these funds, $53 million
transfer in from the general operating fund to supplement bond 2019 and recognition of the current and
projected interest earnings for the 2014 bond. Net change to this fund is $31,842,262.

There are no proposed changes to the Debt Service Fund or Child Nutrition Fund.

Kecia Mays led the audience in the pledges. Mrs. Fowler called for a moment of silence.  
 
PROGRAM AND/OR PRESENTATION: 
 
A. Student Performance by Arlington High School Choraliers 
 
Executive Director of Communications and Marketing Anita Foster introduced the Arlington High School 
Choraliers, under the direction of Shannon Winckel. The AHS Choraliers are comprised of auditioned 
ninth through twelfth grade students from a variety of disciplines. These students are enrolled in 
advanced placement, IB, and advanced coursework; many are at the top of their class. Several are 
active participants in other programs including theatre, band, orchestra, football, baseball, and 
soccer. The choir routinely performs throughout the community and attends several show choir 
competitions during the spring. The students sang Mac Huff's Have a Merry, Merry, Merry, Merry 
Christmas.

INDEPENDENT SCHOOL DISTRICT THAT:  
 
The Natural Gas Special Revenue Fund be closed and dissolved, and all present and future revenues 
and other resources generated through oil and gas mineral leasing activity hereafter be assigned and 
designated to AISD’s Capital Projects Fund to be used for approved capital projects.

President Fowler reported that the motion passed. 
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DISCUSSION:  
 
A. 2023-2024 School Calendar 
 
Assistant Superintendent of Administration Dr. Michael Hill reviewed the process for creating the 2023-
2024 school calendar and the draft calendar recommended by the calendar committee.  The 2023-
2024 calendar committee includes teachers, parents, students, administrators, professional staff, and 
representatives from teacher associations. The focus of the committee was to draft an academic 
calendar that emphasized student outcomes while being aligned with local and state laws, also 
considering the impact on staff and the community. The committee specifically discussed the school 
start date and school safety on Election Day, recommending that school start in the middle of the week 
and that the October exchange day be moved to Election Day (November 7, 2023). The 2023-2024 
draft school calendar includes 187 teacher contract days and 174 instructional days. The recommended 
first day of school is Wednesday, August 16, 2023 and the last day of school is May 24, 2024. The 
Board Governance Committee reviewed the draft recommended by the calendar committee, and 
discussions included the impact of closing school on Election Day and adjusting the days for winter 
break to allow additional days off before Christmas. The calendar committee will meet again on 
December 14, 2022 to continue discussion.  The board will consider the calendar committee’s final 
proposed 2023-2024 school calendar at the January 12, 2023 board meeting. 
 
B. House Bill 3 and District Improvement Plan Progress Monitoring Update 
 
Assistant Superintendent of Research and Accountability Dr. Natalie Lopez presented an update on 
academic achievement progress aligned with House Bill 3 and District Improvement Plan requirements. 
She reviewed the student outcomes on the State Interim Assessment (SIA) in literacy and mathematics 
and the results from the locally developed curriculum assessments recently administered for science 
and social studies. Initially the student performance on SIA was abnormally low, but this low 
performance was similar across the region. Dr. Lopez noted inconsistencies in the SIA student data 
and to address the inconsistencies research and accountability employed the same equating process 
used to project student performance on STAAR, based on curriculum assessment performance. The 
district overall reading progress was 69 percent with a 2023 goal of 74 percent. The overall district math 
progress was 61 percent with a 2023 goal of 70 percent. College, career, and military readiness 
progress was 49 percent with a 2023 goal of 67 percent. The 2023 goal for attendance is 93 percent 
and the actual performance as of the second six weeks is 93.1 percent. 
 
OPEN FORUM FOR NON-AGENDA ITEMS:    None  
 
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT:   
 
Superintendent Cavazos thanked FedEx Cares and the Operation Warm project, as students at Crow 
Leadership Academy were outfitted with a new winter coat as part of the project. The students went to 
the gym and were given jackets that fit them and will fit their needs. More than 550 students were 
outfitted as part of the project that has donated 18,000 coats nationally this year to thirty-eight schools 
in North America.  
 
Dr. Cavazos attended the last homecoming at Webb Elementary. Former students and teachers from 
Webb Elementary and the old Nichols Junior High walked the halls one last time in closing the chapter 
on this version of Webb Elementary. He reported that it was great to see so many faces as they recalled 
the outstanding times they had at the school. Next month Dr. Cavazos will visit Webb Elementary again 
as the new campus next door opens to students returning from the winter break.  
 
Just before Thanksgiving, Arlington ISD nurses who are members of the Arlington School Nurses 
Association collected items and put together around one hundred kits of essential items for the Arlington 
Life Shelter. Dr. Cavazos thanked them for their outstanding work and for making sure the kits were 
delivered to the shelter, helping those in need. 
 
Dr. Cavazos noted that our favorite local NFL team is having a great year. One of the reasons for the 
Dallas Cowboys success is the outstanding play of the offensive line. Some AISD students from Nichols 
Junior High got to talk with two of these stars, Terence Steele, and Tyler Biadasz, as part of the 
Character Playbook program AISD has with Everfi. The students visited with those two players, as well 
as Chris Cassidy, Medal of Honor Museum President and CEO. He commended the students and staff 
for being outstanding representatives of AISD during the visit. 
 
On December 7, 2022, Dr. Cavazos joined several members of the Board of Trustees and other AISD 
representatives and participated in the Ella B’s Generous Hands Holiday Give Back event at the AISD 
Athletics Complex. This is the second year he and others have been able to roll up their sleeves, put 
on aprons and serve plated dinners to five hundred AISD families. He said it was a great event, and he 
is thankful to Ella B’s and so many of community partners who also served and helped make the event 
such a success.  He also thanked Tori Sisk and her department. 
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SCHOOL BOARD’S REPORT: 
 
Trustee Mays attended the Ella B’s Generous Hands Holiday Give Back event at the AISD athletics 
complex where families got to sit together, enjoy a meal, see Santa, and receive gifts. The event was 
the vision of Patricia and Patrick Whitfield, previous recipients of the AISD community engaged for 
excellence award of appreciation. She thanked AISD staff and Trustees for their volunteer support as 
well as other organizations like the Texas Rangers, Dallas Cowboys, and members of the Arlington 
City Council.  
 
Trustee Wilbanks recognized the Pantego Lions Club for their partnership, especially for their 
partnership with Bailey Junior High School. This week they provided a gift for AVID students 
volunteering at Mission Arlington. They also provided pizza at Cici’s and $50 gift cards to art award 
winners in a peace poster contest, and $200 to the art department for supplies. He thanked the Pantego 
Lions Club for what they do for the whole community. 
 
Trustee Reich reported that this was the only December AISD Board meeting and next week would be 
a busy week for all in the district. In the holiday season he encouraged everyone to reflect on the real 
reason for the season, not the frantic running and stress, but a focus on family, friends, love, and 
religion. He wished all would take time to really focus on those. His personal belief is that the season 
is about religion and without that we would not be here. He thanked the horticulture students at the Dan 
Dipert Career and Technical Center for the wonderful poinsettias that will beautify their homes. 
 
Trustee McMurrough recognized the Arlington High School Choraliers for their performance. She is 
reminded by all the concerts, orchestras, bands, and others, of how strong the fine arts programs are 
in AISD. She received a ticket to the annual dinner theater for Martin High School, Boles Junior High 
School, and Young Junior High School. At the fundraiser performance she saw great student 
performances. She thanked the directors and music educators districtwide for fostering a love of music 
and providing students with great experience. She thanked all that are involved in AISD fine arts. 
 
President Fowler reported that for an upcoming Trustee dinner, the Young Junior High School choir will 
perform, and she thanked Director Christi Jones for working out all the logistics. She thanked the SLAB 
students, under the leadership of Dr. Jarchow, for decorating the Board’s tree in the Junior League of 
Arlington festival of trees. She saw pictures of the tree and their theme was unity. The students created 
an exceptional tree using decorations from schools and departments across the District. She thanked 
the SLAB students for their magnificent effort and encouraged everyone to visit the Junior League 
festival of trees event. Mrs. Fowler also wanted to recognize the Lamar High School boys’ wrestling 
team as they recently competed in the Randall Ruckus in Amarillo.  Sean Fearance placed first, Jose 
Cervantes placed first, Damien Brown paced first, Dax Daniel placed third, Anthony Simpson placed 
third, Jessie Gomez placed fourth, Jakob Frias placed fourth, Max Burger placed fifth, Damien Sanchez 
placed sixth and Oskar Vazquez placed sixth.  
 
Trustee Mays reported that she, an Aggie girl, wanted to congratulate the TCU Horned Frogs. 
 
President Fowler wished everyone a Merry Christmas and Happy New Year and will see everyone in 
January 2023. 
 
Secretary McMurrough had no items to report.

Services On-Campus

Purpose:

To submit application for Pregnancy Related Service on-campus Compensatory Education Home
Instruction (CEHI) Waiver allowable under the provision of Texas Education Code (TEC) §7.056. The
waiver is to allow students placed on medical bedrest or post-delivery of a child to return to their home
campus and/or other district location for Compensatory Education Home instruction (CEHI). CEHI
services are in place to maintain academic consistency for the student and allow the school district to
provide these services while obtaining ADA funding.

Background:

Compensatory Education Home Instruction is a component of services included under Pregnancy
Related Services (Chapter IX, SAAH). This allows students to maintain recorded attendance while the
district continues to receive ADA funding. Currently, the CEHI teacher(s) assigned to work one on one
with a student will schedule a time appropriate for the student to visit the home of the student to provide
instruction. This shows to be difficult when several students across the district are absent due to pre
natal or post-natal circumstances at the same time, and/or when the family is reluctant to allow a teacher
in the home. With the waiver, up to four students will have the opportunity to attend an AISD facility to
receive instruction at the same time, thus allowing instruction at home and/or a designated academic
setting.

Recommendation:

Administration recommends approval to apply for the Compensatory Education Home Instruction (CEHI)
Waiver for Pregnancy Related Services On-Campus.

Subject: 2019 Bond Program Update

Discussion Item

Purpose:

To update the Board on progress of the 2019 Bond Program

Background:

Voters approved a bond proposition for $966 million on November 5, 2019. The 2019 Bond

Program is a five-year capital program that includes new construction, renovations and facility
condition improvements along with capital purchases for technology, fine arts and
transportation.

Work on Phases I, II and III of the 2019 Bond Program are underway and an architect

recommendation is being prepared for Board of Trustee consideration and approval on

Phase IV projects.

A total of $702,461,300 in bonds have been authorized and sold as of February 2022, for the

2019 Bond Program. The Phase I issuance in February of 2020 was $311,104,011; the
Phase II issuance in February of 2021 was $194,414,161; and, the Phase III issuance in

February of 2022 was $196,943,128.

Work continues on Phase I projects with eight projects in closeout, two projects under

construction and two projects in the bidding process. Work has begun on Phase II projects

with four projects in the construction stage and nine projects in the bidding stage. Phase III

projects have one project in construction and ten projects in design. Design professionals for

Phases IV and V projects have yet to be determined.

Procurement of vehicles, instruments, uniforms, and technology for year 3 of the bond

program is undenway.

Administration will provide an update on the 2019 bond program.
