MCKINNEY VENTO HOMELESS ASSISTANCE ACT 

KNOW YOUR RIGHTS 

1. If you are staying temporarily with someone else because you lost 
your housing, or staying in a motel, campground, shelter, or in an 
outside or inadequate place, you and your children have special 
rights at school. 
 

2. Those rights include: 
• Receive a free, appropriate public education 
• Enroll in school immediately even if lacking documents normally 

required for enrollment 
• Enroll in school and attend classes while the school gathers 

important documents 
• Enroll in the local school or continue attending school of origin if 

preferred 
• Receive transportation to and from school of origin, if requested 
• Receive educational services comparable to those provided to 

other children, according to your children’s needs. 
 

3. Contact your school district Homeless Liaison to find out if you qualify 
for help.
